Istanbul University is the oldest university in Turkey and one of the oldest in the world. It was founded in 1453. Having undergone an intensive reformation during the time of Atatürk in 1933.
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The Istanbul University Business Administration Faculty was established in 1968 and is the first institution of higher education in Turkey to give a Bachelor's degree in Business Administration. The Institute of Business Administration which is the nucleus of our faculty was established in 1954 by Harvard Business School within the Faculty of Economics in the University of Istanbul. This collaboration was sponsored by the Ford Foundation. 
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In 1968 the Business Administration Faculty started both is undergraduate and graduate education in the Beyazıt main campus of Istanbul University. The faculty moved in 1989 to Avcılar Campus. 

The faculty has two parallel programs. One is Turkish, the other one is English.Our Turkish Undergraduate Program has 2563 students and our English Undergraduate Program has 608 students. Our faculty staff reaches to totally 136 people.

Within the faculty there are two Institutes: “Institutes of Business Administration” and “Institute of Accounting”.
